She performed at the Steel Pier in 
Atlantic City and was a featured dancer on the Buddy Dean Show. She continued to 
teach in Baltimore, Md until she married. Her husband was in the Army and          
stationed at Vint Hill VA. 

 Bonnie started teaching for the Prince William Department of Parks and Recreation 
in 1971 and taught in a different school each day. When Prince William County 
bought the Ben Lomond Community Center, she finally had a permanent home for 
her dancers and started Spotlight Dance Company.
